(referred to as “the Scheme”) as amended by:

The word Airmail shall be deleted from the title of paragraph 5.
Sub Paragraphs (1) and (2) shall be deleted and replaced with the following:

(1) Postage at the rates specified in Part 1 of Schedule 1 shall be charged and paid on Airmail Letters and Postcards for transmission to all
European Destinations.
(2) Postage at the rates specified in Part 2 of Schedule 1 shall be charged and paid on Airmail Letters and Postcards for transmission to all
other worldwide destinations.

Paragraph 9. AEROGRAMMES
Indents (a) and (b) shall be deleted and replaced with the following :

(a) (on every Airletter sold singly postage of 52p, on every pack of 6 Airletters postage of £2.88, on every pictorial Airletter sold singly postage
of 66p and on every pack of 6 pictorial Airletters postage of £3.66;
(b) on every Forces Airletter, postage of 39p.

Paragraph 10. PRINTED PAPERS AND SMALL PACKETS
Sub paragraph (1) shall be deleted and replaced with the following:

(1) Postage at the rates specified in Part 1 of Schedule 2 shall be charged and paid on Airmail Printed Papers and Airmail Small Packets.
Sub paragraph (2) shall be deleted and replaced with the following:
(2) Postage at the rates specified in Part 2 of Schedule 2 shall be charged and paid on Surface Mail Printed Papers and Surface Mail Small
Packets.
Sub paragraph (3) shall be deleted, and sub paragraphs (4) and (5) shall be renumbered accordingly.

Paragraph 37. COMPENSATION FOR INCOMING INSURED LETTERS
In sub paragraph (3) the reference to £2,200 shall be deleted and replaced with a reference to £2,800.

Paragraph 37A. COMPENSATION FOR AIRSURE PACKETS, AIRSURE PACKS, INTERNATIONAL SIGNED FOR PACKETS AND
INTERNATIONAL SIGNED FOR PACKS
The maximum compensation limit at sub paragraph (1b) shall be deleted and replaced with £39.00.

Paragraph 40. INTERNATIONAL REPLY COUPONS
The reference to 95p shall be deleted and replaced by a reference to £1.10
