We, the Commissioners of Her Majesty’s Treasury, in
exercise of all powers given to us by the Post Office Acts, or
any of them, and of all other powers enabling us in this behalf,
do, by this Warrant, made on the representation of Her
Majesty’s Postmaster-General (testified by his signing the same),
and under the hands of two of us, the said Commissioners, order,
direct and declare as follows :—

1. This Warrant shall be read as one with the Inland Post

Warrant, 1897* (hereinafter referred to as *the Principal
Warrant ), and all warrants amending the same.

2. The following paragraph of Clause 79 of the Principal
Warrant is hereby repealed :—

“(c.) No article shall be transmissible as a book packet
which, though made of paper or of some other substance
ordinarily used for writing or printing, and bearing words
in writing or printing, is substantially in the nature of
stationery or merchandise.”

3. This Warrant may be cited as the ¢ Inland Post Amend-
ment (No. 3) Warrant, 1899.”

4. This Warrant shall come into operation on the 6th day of
September, 1899.”
