by Par~l Post.

state in which value is added to the raw matRrial by 
skilled workmanship and in this 1lt>finition are included 
any coins used or designed for purposes of ornament. 

(b) diamonds and precious stones;

7. Except by pt'rmission of the Postmaster-Gem•ral, there 
shall nm be forwarded, conveyed, or delivered by post. to or 
from any place mentioned in the said Second 8chedule any 
parcel the weight or the dimensions of which shall exceed the 
weight oo· dimensions respectively specified against the name of 
such place in the said Schedule. 

Mode of Po.~fin:t. 

8. 8ubject to the pmvisions of this 1'' arrant, thf" following 
provisions shall apply to the posting of outgoing parcels, that is 
to say:-

(a.) The pa.reel must bt>ar tht>: name and full ft{l<lress of the 
addresB('e, and must hf' packed in such manner and form 
and in accordance with such directions as the Postmaster­
Gt>neral may from time to time prE'Scribe in that behalf. 
The parcel must also be accompanied by or have affixed to 
it one or more declarations of such kind, and stating the 
nature and value of the conte-nts of the parcel in such 
manner and form and with such other particulars as the 
Commissioners of Customs and the P08tmaster-General may 
prescribe. 

(b.) The sender may also oo required to fill up a deapatch 
note giving his name and ft{hlress, the name and address of 
the addressee, and other particulars. 

Payment of Foreign Customs, and otl1er Charges by Sendtr. 

9. Where the eendeir of an outgoing parcel desires that such 
parcel may be delivered to the addresSE>e free of all 'Foreign 
Customs Duties and otheir charges thereon, the following rulea 
shall apply to sucl~ parcel : - · 

(a.) The parcel shall be posted at a Post Office prescribed by 
the Postmaster.General for that purpose. 

(b.) There shall be charged and paid on 11uch parcel, in 
addition t.o all other postage payable thereon, the amount. 
of the Foreign Uust.oms Duties and of all other chargeti 
payable on the deliv~ry of such parcel, and a further rate 
or fee of sixpence. 

(c.) The sender shall sign an undertaking (in such form as the 
Postmaster-General may from time t.o time prescribe) to 
pay on demand the a.mount of such Foreign Customs 
Duties and other charges as aforesaid. 
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(d.) The sender shall also, if so required, pay, by way of 
deposit, at the time of posting the parcel, such sum aa the 
Postmaster-General may prescribe in respect of such 
'Foreign Customs I>utie11 and other charges. 

This claust:1 shall apply only to parct>ls for transmission to 
countries or places with which tht> Postmaster-Gt>neral has 
for the time being an arrangt>tnPnt for the collect.ion from 
the senders of Cust-Oms and other chargPs. 

Treatment of Parcels posted in Letter Bo.res. 

10. Any outgoing pacht transmissible by Parcel Post which 
from any words or marks thnPon, or other ext.Prnal evidence, 
appears to have been intended for transmission as a parcel but 
which has nat bePn tendered for transmission as a parcel, but 
has been posted in a. post office letter box, or otherwise than 
according to the manner herein-before prescribed for the posting 
of parcels, may, in thP> discretion of thP Postmaster-General, 
either be detained and returned or given up to the sender, or if 
the said packet is fully pre-pai<l with the letter or open packet 
rate of posta.ge, and otherwise conforms to the regulations as to 
the letter or open packet post, the same may be forwarded as a 
letter or open packet (as the case may be). 

Return awl Dispt1sal of l'ndelirered Parcels. 

11. With regard to-

(a) incoming parcels which are ad<lressoo to a post office t.o 
be called for, or to a placP. beyond the limits of the free 
postal delivery of any town or district, or to a ship at any 
port, and which are nat called for or delivered within such 
reasonable times as the Postmaster-General may from time 
to time prescribe; and 

(b) incoming parcels which cannot be delivered for want of a 
true direct.ion, or by reMon that the addressee is dead, or 
cannot be found, or has refused the same, or has refused 
or neglected to pay any charges thereon, or for any other 
sufficient re,ason; 

the following provisions shall (subject to the ot.her provisions of 
this Warrant) apply, that is to say : -

(1.) The pa.reel shall, as t.he Postmaster-General may from 
time to time direct, be retained at or forthwith forwarded 
to such place as the Postmaster-General may appoint, and 
may if necessary be there opened and examined. 

(2.) Where the name and address of the sender can be 
ascertained from the parcel or any form accompanying the 
same, notice shaTI be given to the sender through the post 
office of the country in which the parcel was posted that 
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the parcel will .at his request, in default of any claim on 
the part of the addressee, be forwarded to a corrected 
address or returned to him by post, in either case upon the 
conditions herein-after mentioned. 

(3.) Where the name and address of the sender cannot be 
ascertained as herein-before mentioned, notice of the non­
delivery of the pa.reel shall be given to the post office of 
the country in which the parcel was posted. 

(4.) In either case the notice shall state that, in default of the 
receipt by the Postmaster-General of instructions as to the 
disposal of the parcel <luring a period to be specified in such 
notice from some person who, in the Postmaster-General's 
judgmPnt., is entitled to give such instructions, the parcel 
will be returned to the country in which it was posted. 

(5.) 'l'he Postmaster-General may require proof to his satis­
faction that an applicant :for a parcel is entitled to receive 
the same. 

(6.) The Postmaster-Geii:eral may, in his discretion, specify in 
any such notice or otherwise the periods during which 
parcels may be returned to the sendns thereof, and in so 
doing may have rega·rd to the origin, nature, and content.-; 
of parcels. 

(i.) 'Vhere, in the case of a parcel which cannot be delivered 
for want of a true direct.ion, the SE>nder. corrects the address 
of the parcel, the parcel shall be forwarded to the corrected 
address, subject to the following conditions: -

(a.) Where the corrected address of the parcel is served 
from the same post office as the original address, no 
new charge shall be made with respect to the delivery 
of the parcel. 

(b.) In any other case there shall be paid a new and 
distinct rate of postage equal in amount to the rate of 
postage chargeable for transmission from the original 
to the corrected address. 

(8.) Where the sender requests a parcel to be returned to him 
by post, there shall be charged. upon such parcel a new and 
distinct rate of postage, accoJ"ding to the rate fixed by this 
Warrant. 

(9.) A parcel shall not be given up or returned by post to the 
sender except upon payment by him of all charges for 
re-direction or otherwise to which the parcel has become 
liable under the provisions of this \Varrant, or otherwise by 
the law of this country, or of any foreign country or British 
possession. 

(10.) Where no application is made for a parcel within the 
period specified in any such notice as afore.said, or an 
applicant fails to prove to the satisfaction of the Postmaster­
General that he is entitled to receive the parcel, or refuses 
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. 
or fa.ils to pa.y the charges to which the pa.reel ha.s become 
liable under this "\Varrant, the parcel may be dealt with or 
disposed of in such manner as the Postmaster-General may, 
in his discretion, direct or authorise. 

E:epress Delivery Fee on Outgoing Parcels. 

12. Upon every outgoing parcel addl'088ffi to any country or 
place abroad in which delivery of parcels is effected by special 
messenger, marked with the words "express delivery" or with 
such other words as may indicate the desire of the sender that 
the parcel may be delivered by special messenger (which words 
are herein-after referred to as an "express marking'') thl'rP 
shall be chargl'd and pre-paid the ft>e of fivepence. 

Delivery of btcomin,q Parcel by Special MesSell[!l!I'. 

1:1.--{1.) Any incoming pa.reel marked with an expre1111 
marking shall, in the (·nitf'(l Kingdom, he convt-;wd an1l 
1leliverffi by special mt'flsNtgt-r, subjt-C't to thP regulations and 
conditions for the timei being in forcE' with rE'Sped to thP 
conveyance of inland parcels in the r nitecl Kingdom. 

(2.) No exprE'Ss fee shall be payablt- by the addressee of such 
parcel unless and in so far as the sum pre-paid thereon for 
express delivery of such parcel is less than the express fre 
payable on an inla~l parcel. 

Re.-Ofrection. 

14.-(1.) Any parcel may be re-directt>-0 from its original 
address, or any substituted address, within the British Islands 
to any country or place with which a Parcel Post from thl' 
British Islands is established, and in every case of such re-direc­
tion therE' shall be charged on such parcel in respect of such 
re-direction a new and distinct rate of postage according to thei 
rates for the time being payable in respect of the transmission 
of a like parcel from the British Islands to the country or place 
to which it may be re-directt>d. 

(2.) Any parcel may bet re-directed from its original address, 
or any substituted address within th1> British Islands, to any 
other address within the British Islands, and in every case of 
such re-direction there shall he charged on such parcel in respect 
of such re-direction, and (if not previously paid) paid by thr 
addressee thereof upon the 1lelivery of such parcel such rafr 
of postage aa would in like casl:' hP chargt'll upon thf' parc«i:>I 
were it an inland parcel. 

(3.) No pa.reel re-directed to the British Islands from a plact> 
out of the British Islands shall ht> dl:'livered to the addressee 
except upon payment of all charges for re-direction or otherwise 
to which the pa.reel has become liable by the law of the British 
Islands, or of any foreign country or British possession. 
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Compensation for Loss or Damage. 

15. If any article of pecuniary value, encloeed in or forming 
pa.rt of a pa.reel, be lost or damaged whilst in the course of con­
veyance by the post, under the provisions of thiB' Warrant, the 
Poetmaater-General may pay to any person, or to the postal 
administration of any British possession or foreign country, if, 
in the opinion of the Postmaster-General, such person or ad­
ministration establishes a reasonable claim to compen~ntion 
(having regard to the nature of the article, the care with which 
it was packed, and other circumstances) such sum as he mny 
think just; 

Provided that-
(1.) In the case of an uninsured parcel the sum paid by way 

of compensation shall Dl)t exceed cnl! pound. 
(2.) In the case of an outgJiug insured parcel where in 

addition to the poetage payuhle in rl'spect of such }lnrcel a 
compensation fee ,f the um-:>uut specified in the first column 
of the Third Schedult" herdil (nnci nl' more) i11 paid in respect 
of such parcel, the sum paid by way of compensation shall 
not exceed the sum specified in the second column of th11 
said Schedule. 

(!l) In the case of an incoming insured parcel the sum paid 
by way of compensa.tion shall be such a sum, not exceeding 
one hundred and twenty pounds, as, having r~garcl to the 
amount of the compensation fee in addition to the postagti 
paid in respect of such parcel, may be from time to time 
fixed by agreement between the Postmaater-General ancl 
the British possession or foreign country from which thP 
parcel is transmitted. 

16.-(1.) A parcel posted in or addressed to a country from 
or to which insured pa.reels are transmissible by post, and which 
contains coin or any article of jPwt>llery or any article not for 
the time being transmissible in an uninsured parcel to or from 
such country, shall not l"H' <'onwyed by post unleiss the same is 
insured. 

(2.) The following regulations shall apply to any such parcel 
if poeted without insuranct>: -

(i.) If such parcel he rect'ivt••l in tht> British Islands-
(a.) Such parcel shall be registered, and may be detained 

for that purpose at any post otfict'. 
(b.) Such parcel shall be chargetl with a registration fee of 

fourpence, in addition to all other postage payable th.-reon. 
(ii.) If such pa.reel be posted in the British Islands it shall be 

returned to the sender. 
(iii). No compensation shall be payable in respect of the loss 

or damage of such parcel or the contents thereof. 
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17. The Postmaster-General may give effect to the provisions 
of this "\\r arrant as to the loss or damage oi articles enclosed in 
or forming part of parcels, out of such aids or supplies as may 
be from timP to time providecl an<l appropriatRd by Parliament 
for that purpose, but nothing contained in, or done under, or in 
pursuance of, this "\Varrant, shall render him liable, either 
personally or in his official capacity, to any action or other legal 
proceeding in respect of. or in conse<1uence of, any such loss or 
damag~, whether such loss or damage be occasioned by or arise 
from any act or neglPct of any oflicPr of the Post Office or any 
other person.

P1·ohibitio11.,. 

18. 'l'here shall not be posted or convi>yP<l or delivered hypos~ 
(a.) Any parcel containing coin or bullion exCN'ding five 

pounds in value, or 
(b.) any pa.reel containing any article or thing not authorisNl 

by the customs or other laws or regulations of the British 
Islands, or of the place to which the parcel is addressed 
or of any country through which it may pass. 

Non-compliance with Regulations. 

19. In any case not in this Warrant expressly provided for, 
where any parcel shall be posted or tendered for conveyance or 
transmitted by post, which in any respect infringes or fails to 
comply with the regulations herein-before contained or any of 
them, such parcel may be dealt with or disposed of in such 
manner as thP. Postmaster-General may, in his discretion, direct 
or authorise. 

Cu.,toms llegulations. 

20. Pa.reels intended to be transmitted by post under the 
provisions of this "\V arrant shall not be posted, forwarded, con­
veyed, or delivered, except subject to such regulations as are 
referred to in section 14 of the Post Office (Parcels) Act, 1882. • 

Application of Inland Parcel Regulations. 

21. Except where otherwise provided in this Warrant, the 
regulations for the time being applicable to inland pa.reels shall 
(so fa.r as the same are applicable) apply to pa.reels transmissible 
by post under the provisions of this Warrant.

printing.
